NOTES FROM A CHAPLAIN

Rabbi Binyamin Elon, a member of the Israeli 

Knesset, wrote: “I believe that if you do not 

know how to read the Bible, you cannot under-

stand a daily newspaper. If you do not know the 

Biblical story of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, you 

cannot possibly understand the miracle of the 

modern State of Israel.” 

Israel declared itself an independent nation in 1948 just after World War 

II and the murder of 6 million Jews by Nazi Germany was daily headlines 

around the world. Israel claimed an area at the eastern end of the Medi-

terranean Sea, about the size of New Jersey, that was controlled by 

larger and more powerful governments. Today Israel has a population of 

about 9 million people and is almost constantly in jeopardy of attack from 

anti-Semitic neighbors. 

Rabbi Elon based his remarks on Biblical facts. Facts which placed the 

nation in a part of the “Land of Milk and Honey,” promised to the Jews by 

God in the Book of Genesis. There is much to be learned from reading 

the Bible, both the Old and the New Testaments. That is  where us Gen-

tiles received the blessing of God’s salvation.
