would find interesting.  Does the world change when a baby is born? Do teachers get nervous the night before 
the first day of school?

Meeney, Miney, Mo? What does Neverland look like? Sometimes the questions are more practical; What are the 

Olympics? Why do you need so many trucks to build a road? What happens at a wedding? The fun of writing a 
book is in coming up with the right question. The hard part is coming up with interesting answers. 

 

I grew up on Long Island, graduated from Northfield Mount Hermon School, attended St. Lawrence University, 
and earned my art degree from the University of Wisconsin in Madison. I began my career in children’s books 

first as a book designer, then as the art director of Viking Children’s Books, and now as the author of 40 books, 

published in over ten languages. My books have been honored with two Parenting Magazine Reading Magic 
Awards, an IRA/Children's Choice Award, a Bookseller Pick of the Lists, and a Bank Street Best Book of the Year, 

among others. But, truly, the top “award” is when a child says, “Read it again!”
