
Passion Week (also known as Holy Week) is the time from Palm Sunday through
Easter Sunday (Resurrection Sunday). Also included within Passion Week are Holy
Monday, Holy Tuesday, Spy Wednesday, Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy
Saturday. Passion Week is so named because of the passion with which Jesus
willingly went to the cross in order to pay for the sins of His people. Passion Week is
described in Matthew chapters 21-27; Mark chapters 11-15; Luke chapters 19-23; and
John chapters 12-19. Passion Week begins with the triumphal entry on Palm Sunday
on the back of a colt as prophesied in Zechariah 9:9.

Passion Week contained several memorable events. Jesus cleansed the Temple for
the second time (Luke 19:45-46), then disputed with the Pharisees regarding His
authority. Then He gave His Olivet Discourse on the end times and taught many
things, including the signs of His second coming. Jesus ate His Last Supper with His
disciples in the upper room (Luke 22:7-38), then went to the garden of Gethsemane to
pray as He waited for His hour to come. It was here that Jesus, having been betrayed
by Judas, was arrested and taken to several sham trials before the chief priests,
Pontius Pilate, and Herod (Luke 22:54-23:25).
Following the trials, Jesus was scourged at the hands of the Roman soldiers, then was
forced to carry His own instrument of execution (the Cross) through the streets of
Jerusalem along what is known as the Via Dolorosa (way of sorrows). Jesus was then
crucified at Golgotha on the day before the Sabbath, was buried and remained in the
tomb until Sunday, the day after the Sabbath, and then gloriously resurrected.

It is referred to as Passion Week because in that time, Jesus Christ truly revealed His
passion for us in the suffering He willingly went through on our behalf. What should our
attitude be during Passion Week? We should be passionate in our worship of Jesus
and in our proclamation of His Gospel! As He suffered for us, so should we be willing
to suffer for the cause of following Him and proclaiming the message of His death and
resurrection. ~ Got Questions (gotquestions.org)
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Song Of Solomon 2:11 For now the winter is past; the rain has ended and gone away.
12 The blossoms appear in the countryside. The time of singing has come, and the
turtledove's cooing is heard in our land.

There is One Truth: It is the Word of GOD! If you hear and see things that are
different to what you have been taught ALWAYS check it with the word of GOD. If
the Word of GOD is true, there must not be any contradictions. If there appears to be,
we must go to the word of God and find the truth. If you need help finding the truth I
would love to sit and talk with you. DOM Rev. John
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Word from DOM: It’s hard to believe we are doing another Beacon. As we look
forward to Spring and new life all around us. I know for some of you it was a
tough winter physically, spiritually and emotionally. But you made it! I am
looking forward to what God has planned for us. Resurrection Sunday is just a
few weeks from now. Pray for your pastors and Church as this is one of the
times the enemy likes to cause disruption in the church. Let's be like the man
that gave the donkey to Jesus on Palm Sunday. When told that Jesus needed it
he gave, without asking questions, without asking what Jesus was going to do
with it, without asking how long Jesus would have it. He just gave! After the
man gave it he got something more back. Whenever we give without question,
we get so much more back. Let’s not hold on to things Jesus can use for his
glory. Also be praying about who you can bring to church with you. Be a
blessing, Not a problem.

Made several trips to the KAAN Radio station. Preached at Crestview. Made 9
pastor visits.

Church Spot Light:

On May 7th Mt. Pleasant Baptist Church N0. 1. WIll be Celebrating 175th
years. What an accomplishment. Though it is the 178th year. So let's take a
look at their history and beginnings. In the year of 1845, Rev. William
McCammon organized and established the Mt. Pleasant No. 1 Baptist Church
of Harrison County.
J.Y. Criswell gave a track of loans to be used for the church and cemetery.

The first church building was constructed of logs and was located at the west
side of the cemetery.
The congregation soon outgrew this building and in 1860 a larger building

was erected. It was closed for 2 years during the war between the states when
for safety reasons all public gatherings were banned.
This building was considered unsafe and was torn down in 1899.

In the same year a new building was erected by Pastor William McGown. It
was located at the east side of the cemetery. The building was finished and
dedicated in the Spring of 1900 with McGown preaching the dedication.

The last several years the church building has been going through some more
changes and renovations. With current pastor JC Davis, The church continues
to move forward.

The Church is located: located on CC Highway, 1 mile North of MM Highway
and ¼ mile West in Harrison County
