Early Notice and Public Review of a Proposed 
Activity in a Federal Flood Risk Management Standard Designated (FFRMS) Floodplain 

To:  All interested Agencies, Groups and Individuals.

This is to give notice that the City of Millsap has determined that the following proposed action under the Community Development Block Grant administered by the Texas Department of Agriculture (TDA) project #CDV25-0370, is located in the FFRMS floodplain, and the City of Millsap will be identifying and evaluating practicable alternatives to locating the action in the floodplain and the potential impacts on the floodplain from the proposed action, as required by Executive Order 11988, as amended by Executive Order 13690 and/or Executive Order 11990, in accordance with HUD regulations at 24 CFR 55.20 Subpart C Procedures for Making Determinations on Floodplain Management. 

LOCATION:
All work will occur in the City of Millsap, Parker County, Texas in the following locations: 
· NW Front Street, from W Brazos Street to N Plum Street.
Alternatives:
· E Brazos St.

FLOODPLAIN
According to the Federal Flood Standard Support Tool (FFSST), this tool is no longer running. As such, this approach could not provide a determination as to whether the project was in the FFRMS floodplain. The next tiered approach, 0.2PFA (500-year floodplain method), was therefore considered.

FEMA 0.2PFA (500-year floodplain)
According to FEMA floodplain map #48367C0225F (Effective Date 4/5/2019) and #48367C0350F (Effective Date 4/5/2019), the project area and alternatives are located in Zone A (100-year floodplain), Zone X (Area of Minimal Flood Hazard), and Zone X (500-year floodplain). Since Zone X (500-year floodplain) is considered FFRMS floodplains, the 8-step process is required. Further, since the 500-year floodplain was shown on the map and the project is not a critical action, this method can be used to determine the FFRMS floodplain.

Subrecipient shall reconstruct approximately two thousand three hundred linear feet (2,300 LF) of roadway to include rework of existing subgrade and base materials, HMAC pavement, ditch reconstruction, and all associated appurtenances.
Alternatives:
· Street improvements.

Total Area of Disturbance: 4.22 acres
· Potential Impact within Zone A Floodplain: Approximately 0.03 acres
· Potential Impact within Zone X (500-Year Floodplain): 0.05 acres
Alternative Impacts
Total Area of Disturbance: 1.84 acres
· Zone A Floodplain: 0.33 acres
· Zone X (500-Year Floodplain): 0.10 acres

WETLANDS
According to the project engineer, the project will be limited to the roadway surface at the bridge crossing Grassy Branch. The design will specify that no construction activities will encroach upon or occur within Grassy Branch, including the creek channel, the adjacent riprap area, or the area below the bridge deck. No wetland impacts are anticipated.

Natural and beneficial values potentially adversely affected by the activity: 

1. Preventing loss of life and property as a result of flooding is the highest priority. 
2. In addition to concerns for life and property, the City has considered the natural values of the floodplain.  The natural resources of the floodplain include water, biological, and societal resources. The proposed project will have minimal impacts to the floodplain because there will be minimal disturbance to the floodplain. 
3. After consultation with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) and review of the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department (TPWD) County List of Threatened and Endangered Species, it was concluded that the project will have no quantifiable impact on plant and animal life. Only native plants are to be used in the floodplain and on the site.  
4. Societal resources should also be considered during the design process. The designs are meant to complement the natural features of the area and to offer an aesthetically pleasing structure.  The site will not have an effect on agricultural lands. 

There are three primary purposes for this notice.  First, people who may be affected by activities in the floodplain and those who have an interest in the protection of the natural environment should be given an opportunity to express their concerns and provide information about these areas. Commenters are encouraged to offer alternative sites outside of the floodplain, alternative methods to serve the same project purpose, and methods to minimize and mitigate impacts.  Second, an adequate public notice program can be an important public educational tool. The dissemination of information and request for public comment about the floodplain can facilitate and enhance Federal efforts to reduce the risks and impacts associated with the occupancy and modification of these special areas. Third, as a matter of fairness, when the Federal government determines it will participate in actions taking place in floodplains, it must inform those who may be put at greater or continued risk.

Written comments must be received by the City of Millsap at the following address on or before, April 1 2026, Millsap City Hall, 208 Fannin St, Millsap, TX 76066.
