Mark Clayton gave an update on the Veterans Club 2024 Cruise Raffle which will be
awarded at the March 2" meeting. Tickets are $25 for 1 or $100 for 5.

Currently, 465 tickets sold are 465, with estimated profit of $9,300). The goal is to have
a $10,000 in profit fund our Mission.
