I love jelly beans. I love Easter baskets. I love stuffed bunnies with ears that
flap as the music plays “Do your Ears hang low.” I love baking a lamb cake. I
love dying eggs in red and blue and green and yellow and purple.

I love Easter. But not just because of jelly beans and baskets, bunnies and
lambs. I love Easter because the joy and the wonder simply can’t be
contained. It is as if the whole faithful world can’t stop smiling, can’t stop
singing. The darkness of Good Friday is gone.

It saddens me though, that for some people Easter is just jelly beans and
Easter baskets and bunnies and lambs. I don’t begrudge anyone such sweet
and soft and pastel pleasures. I love seeing little ones hunt for colored eggs

So perhaps this year, we might share the good news of Easter, of Christ’s
resurrection. We can open our hearts and speak the words of God’s
everlasting love made known to us in the Son of God who conquered death.

Speak up...Shout out...Sing the song of Joy…that Christ the Lord has risen—
Christ has risen indeed!
