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TRUSTEE NEWS Greg Abbott, Chair

The Trustees met by Zoom on December 8. John VanVeen gave us a profit
and loss statement for the year through November 30. We are ending up in
better shape than we had originally projected. We have had more income from
the film industry than we thought and the reopening of the pre school has
helped as well. This is not to say that we are anywhere close to breaking even,
just that our losses are not as bad as we thought they would be.

We also spent time on the 2021 budget. The basic assumption of this
budget is that we will not return to "normal" until at least the middle of the
year. To that end, there are a number of proposed cuts, the first of which is a
small pay cut to all compensated staff. There are a number of other cuts to
board budgets, facility maintenance, etc. We are very close to approval and
are waiting for final figures for 2020, as well as a better turn out for our next
board meeting on January 19th. Once it is approved, the budget will be voted
on by the congregation in a manner to be determined by Council.
