     If you have been on campus recently, you may have noticed some activity 
going on.  The Chapel roof was being replaced, as were several areas of our 
sidewalks.  The sidewalk work fixed a stretch in front of the Chapel that was 
badly broken up as well as several other areas that also presented tripping 
hazards.

We are fortunate to 
have two substantial endowments to borrow from as needed, but they aren't 
a bottomless pit.
