A. Call to Order.  

The meeting was called to order by CRA Chair Mark Lemke at 8:30 A.M. 

B. Pledge of Allegiance and Prayer. 

Mark Lemke led the Pledge of Allegiance and Mike Facundo led the opening prayer.  

C. Roll Call and Announcement of a Quorum.

Staff presented the Consent Agenda to the board for approval. Consent Agenda was approved as 

presented. 

 

CRA Action:  Ms. Patricia Anne Goodnight made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda as 

presented.  Mr. Edward “Ski” Olesky seconded the motion, and it passed by unanimous vote. 8-0. 

 

G. Announcements. 

1. Public Comments speaker slips 

CRA Staff reiterated the public 3-minute speaker slip policy.  The board will give more time if they 

feel it necessary.  

 

2. Communications Folder 

Staff reviewed the communications folder with the board and members of the public. The folder 

contained the public notice for the CRA meeting, flyer for the Collier County Parks and Recreation 

Advisory Board Meeting to be held in Immokalee, flyer for the Grand opening for Fire Station 30, 

and the flyer for the 2024 Immokalee Cattle Drive.  

 

Staff also provided the Grant application for the First Street Corridor Project. If anyone would like 

a copy, they may send an email to Ms. Christie Betancourt. Application was sent via email to all 

board members. 

 

H. Other Agencies. 

1. Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), Victoria Peters    

Ms. Victoria Peters provided updates. She said that the project for the widening of SR82 from Gator 

Slough Lane to SR29 on track to start around Fall 2024.  She said the Interstate 75 and 951 

Interchange improvement project is starting the process on early works. FDOT is also looking to 

pursue funding for the widening of Immokalee Rd. and I-75. As for the SR 29 Loop Road project, 

FDOT is currently in the design phase. Ms. Peters provided information on a request that she has 

sent in for a left turn signal in Immokalee Drive and SR 29.  
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2. Other Community Agencies 

Collier County Parks and Recreation, Randi Swinderman  

Ms. Randi Swinderman provided updates on the Immokalee Parks. She welcomed everyone to 

attend the PARAB meeting held on February 21, 2024, at 6 p.m. at the Immokalee Community 

Park. She also informed everyone in attendance that there is a minor remodel occurring at the 

Immokalee Community Park. They are improving the indoor and outdoor bathrooms as well as the 

kitchen. She also informed everyone in attendance that Parks and Recreation staff is collaborating 

with the Immokalee Library and Roberts Ranch for the Easter Event. They are excited to collaborate 

for this event to be held in Immokalee.   

 

I. Community Presentations. 

1. Casa San Juan Diego – John Raymond, National Development of America, Inc. (Enclosure 8) 

Mr. John Raymond provided updates on this project. He provided a brief overview on what has 

occurred since they first presented in the year of 2020. They officially have funding from Florida 

Housing in the form of the 4% taxes and bonds with the State Apartment Incentive Loan (SAIL) 

and Extremely Low Income (ELI) funds. They had a pre-application meeting with the County and 

follow up meetings with individual departments as they work through with specific utilities and 

infrastructure designs. He provided a brief review on the project.  

 

Mr. Raymond said that this is an 80-unit multi-family housing project. It’s a mix of 2 bedroom and 

2 bath units and 3 bedroom and 2 bath units. Each unit is set to have its own patio as well as washers 

and dryers. There are similar developments in Lee County and Desoto County under construction, 

Mr. Raymond would be happy to tour individuals so a demonstration can be shown on the quality 

of these units.  He also provided details on the clubhouse that is set to have a computer lab, club 

room, and an outdoor patio area for social gatherings. A multi-use concrete court and a grass soccer 

field is also set to be a part of the amenities for this development. They are currently working on 

the design phase and coordinating the infrastructure improvements on the Boston Avenue Road that 

is currently gravel road with large potholes. 

 

As part of their development, they will also be improving on pavement sidewalks and streetlighting 

in the area of this development. This project will be done in partnership with the Diocese of Venice, 

Our Lady of Guadalupe Parish, and the tax credit investor. Since this is a tax credit project, this 

property does pay full real estate taxes. 

 

Mr. Raymond went over the current rendering of this project. There will be 2 buildings. One 

building will have 42 units and the second building will have 38 units. There’ll be 3 stories in total. 

Mr. Raymond said there will be a few more tweaks to the current plan but will try to keep some of 

the unit layouts the same based on the positive feedback they’ve gotten from previous 

developments. He said they are open to feedback as they continue to refine and work through the 

planning and permitting process. 

 

Discussion was made on this project. Ms. Andrea Halman asked if this development is set to be 

apartments and whether the balconies are screened.  
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Mr. Raymond informed Ms. Halman that this development is set to be apartments and that the 

balconies are not screened. He said that they have never screened in balconies on their projects, and 

it has not been done in the past.  

 

Commissioner McDaniel followed up and asked what the income level restriction will be to qualify 

for this development. Mr. Raymond said the units will range from the 28 % AMI to 60% AMI. It 

comes down to how many folks live in the unit. Commissioner McDaniel also asked on the 

requisites on citizenship status for individuals who will be looking to apply. Mr. Raymond followed 

up and said that individuals will need to be a U.S. Citizen or have in active Visa. 

 

Mr. Mark Lemke asked if the soccer field is expected to be lit. Mr. Raymond said there is currently 

no plans to have lighting in that area. If funding and insurance allows it, they may look into this but 

as of now there is no plans to have lighting in the soccer field. This development is set to be done 

in one phase. Mr. Raymond provided a brief timeline of when they hope to start with this project.  

 

Ms. Tanya Williams asked Mr. Raymond if the soccer field will be artificial turf or natural grass. 

She also asked if they would have infrastructure in place when they build the field for potential 

lighting. Mr. Raymond informed Ms. Williams that the field will be natural grass. Artificial turf is 

costly. He said infrastructure will be in place just in case lighting is something the developer would 

like to add in the future.  

 

Mr. Raymond also discussed whether there is area for extra storage, property manager and staff, 

and the number of rollaway dumpsters. He reiterated that they are still working with the design 

components.  

 

Ms. Andrea expressed on the idea to Mr. Raymond and is team, to speak with other developments 

in the Immokalee community. Mr. Frank Nappo provided a recommendation to Mr. Raymond to 

view Timber Ridge at Sander Pine, and to look into what occurs with the situation of dumpsters.  

 

Covered bike storage and parking was discussed. This development will have around 160-200 

parking spaces. Commissioner McDaniel provided discussion on the importance to address 

adequate parking spaces.   

  

J. New Business  

1. 2023 CRA Annual Report – DRAFT (Enclosure 9) 

Staff presented Enclosure 9, the 2023 Immokalee CRA Annual Report. There is no official cover 

selected. Staff provided board members with a couple of cover options. The cover consists of all 

three murals that was selected for the 7-Eleven convenience store on Main Street. Staff also 

informed members that if they have a chance to provide edits for the 2023 Annual Report. Staff can 

then finalize the report so that it can be on the Board of Collier County Commissioners Agenda by 

the end of next month.  
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Staff briefly overviewed the comparison between 2022 – 2023 permit value. Commissioner 

McDaniel and Mr. Frank Nappo expressed that infrastructure helped with the increase of the permit 

value. After much brief discussion, board members made a motion. 

 

CRA Action:  Ms. Patricia Anne Goodnight made a motion to approve the draft 2023 CRA Annual 

Report. Mr. Estil Null seconded the motion, and it passed by unanimous vote. 8-0. 

 

2. Grant Application Cycle – First Street Corridor Project Grant (Enclosure 10) 

Staff presented Enclosure 10. Staff informed board members that an email was sent with the grant 

application. The Executive Summary was presented to board members. Enclosure 10 is a Staff 

Report with a background on the First Street Corridor Pedestrian Safety Improvement Project.  

 

This item is set to go on the BCC Agenda for the February 27, 2024, Meeting. Staff would like to 

have the board members approval.  

 

Ms. Patricia Anne Goodnight commented on the experience of driving through First Street. She 

said the number of people who cross there and the speed of many individuals who drive through 

this street is concerning, especially when it starts to get dark. Mr. Mark Lemke agreed with Ms. 

Anne Goodnight and commented on his own experience. He said that lighting this street and having 

some lit crosswalks is a positive thing for the community. The board members made a motion. 

 

CRA Action:  Ms. Patricia Anne Goodnight made a motion to approve the After-the-Fact approval 

to submit electronic grant application in the amount of $1,200,000 to the Collier County Community and 

Human Services FY 2024/2025 Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Community Development Block 

Grant (CDBG) for the First Street Pedestrian Safety Improvement Project within the Immokalee 

Community Redevelopment Area. Mr. Frank Nappo seconded the motion, and it passed by unanimous 

vote. 8-0. 

 

3. Immokalee Fields of Dreams Initiative  

Staff provided discussion on the Immokalee Fields of Dream Initiative that is under the 

Prioritization list. Staff provided a brief background on what occurred at the September 2023 

PARAB Meeting. Staff were tasked with finding field opportunities whether it be expanding 

existing fields or building new fields.  They are still in the initial phase for this Initiative and 

currently have details on opportunities they have found. Staff informed members that funding for 

this initiative would be under the CRA Parks & Recreation Capital Project and the Neighborhood 

Revitalization Capital Project.  Staff will share the Immokalee Fields of Dream Initiative Memo. 

 

Mr. Mark Lemke asked both CRA staff and Parks and Rec staff if the community members have 

access to the new regional park, and whether transportation can be provided to community 

members, if the sport complex fields were to ever close. Ms. Tanya Williams followed up with Mr. 

Mark Lemke and said that Parks and Recreation staff will move only move forward until they have 

a solid contingency plan in place and will be looking at community partners in the community to 

help in case this was to ever occur.  
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K. Old Business  

1. Brief Staff Project Update  

i. Immokalee Sidewalk Project Phase III Eustis Ave. and W. Delaware Ave. (Enclosure 11) 

Staff provided an update on the Immokalee Sidewalk Project Phase III. Staff said that the 

BCC have signed the grant agreement. Staff is waiting for a fully signed agreement, once 

agreement is received, the County and CRA staff will procure a construction contractor, 

updating the BCC and CRA Board on the timeline and construction costs. 

 

ii. Panther Crossing Welcome Sign 

Staff provided update on the Panther Crossing Welcome Sign. The County has issued a 

Certification of Completion. Staff is scheduling a final walk through with QGrady minor, 

Vetor, and A&M Staff. Staff is looking to see if FDOT can mow the right of way around this 

area. There is overgrown vegetation.  

2. Strategic Planning Program  

i. Prioritization List (Enclosure 12) 

Staff provided information on Enclosure 12. The overview of the capital accounts and the 

prioritization projects were presented. Staff presented the list of current projects.  

 

Staff went over the current status on the First Street Project. If awarded the CDBG grant, the 

project will move forward with funding for construction. If not awarded, staff have till April 

2029 to have this project completed. Staff would have to allocate funding for the next fiscal 

year. Staff informed everyone in attendance that the project will consist of only doing the 

crosswalk and lighting. 

 

Commissioner McDaniel asked on the flexibility on adjusting the scope and to budget 

accordingly if funding is not awarded. Ms. Betancourt followed up and said that there is no 

flexibility, this is the minimal. She also said that if the grant is not awarded, Staff will have to 

pull from the funding that has been allocated for the Main Street Project, since it’s currently 

on hold. 

 

Staff provided a brief overview on the Immokalee Sidewalk Phase III Project, there is 

currently no agreement for the construction portion. Staff was awarded a CPF Grant of 

$987.000. The agreement is going forward to the BCC.  Staff is anticipating in using $206,000 

from the MSTU Funds and $206,000 from the CRA Capital Funds.  

 

Staff briefly went over the Historic Cemetery Project on Main Street. Staff is trying to 

coordinate with the Seminole Tribe of Florida to help since there is a possibility that Native 

Americans are buried in this Cemetery. A few minor exterior repairs have been done. 

Commissioner McDaniel suggested that Staff do a survey for this Historic Cemetery. He 

provided an example of a project that was done by the County in regard to a Cemetery near 

Pine Ridge and U.S. Highway 41. He said staff need a boundary survey of this site. Staff will 

bring this item forward to the MSTU Meeting. 
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Staff provided information on the project for the Lake Trafford Corridor Improvement. Collier 

County Growth Management Department has three projects in phases, to improve sidewalk 

and stormwater. Staff said they are doing the lighting study for this corridor; they are currently 

in the design portion. There is currently no funding for construction. Staff will try to get a 

project update for each of the phases to see when they go into construction. 

 

Staff briefly informed everyone in attendance on the Ann Olesky Park. Parks and Recreation 

staff moved forward in replacing a couple of amenities. Staff is looking to see on how to 

improve the shoreline. Staff are looking to work with Parks and Recreation and Facilities to 

help with improving the shoreline. 

 

Staff provided information on the Immokalee Fields of Dream Initiative and the funding 

source if board would like to prioritize this initiative.  

 

Commissioner McDaniel suggested to staff to not number the prioritization list. Bullet points 

for this list will work best since all projects are important for the community. He also informed 

board members to focus on the budget discussion when the time comes. 

 

CRA Action:  Mr. Frank Nappo made a motion to approve the Strategic Planning Prioritization 

List with minor changes of bullet point instead of ranking with numbers.  Ms. Patricia Anne Goodnight 

seconded the motion, and it passed by unanimous vote. 8-0.

ii. Recommendations for Funding  

Staff and board members discussed the Prioritization list. No other recommendations for 

funding was made.  

 

L. Citizen Comments 

Ms. Anne Goodnight invited everyone to attend the Fire Station 30  Grand Opening. Mr. Frank Nappo 

thanked Ms. Goodnight and Mr. Edward “Ski” Olesky for the efforts they made for a new Fire Station 

building in the Immokalee Area.

In August 2021, Rich Koenigsknecht 

was assigned the program and Road Maintenance began the assessment.  Samantha Roe is assisting and is the first 

point of contact if anyone would like to participate in the program.  The first task was to reach out to see what 

organizations were active and still wanted to participate. The second task was to complete an inspection of the signage.  

 

Area 4 is larger than the Immokalee CRA boundaries.  Immokalee is within Area 4.  There are currently 13 road 

segments in Immokalee CRA boundary identified for the program, covering 8.75 miles. 10 of those segments at one 

point in time had sponsors.  No sponsors are active today based on the recent assessment. Staff will request an update 

be provided at the March 2024 MSTU Meeting. 

 

12. Unpaved Private Road Emergency Repair MSTU (Municipal Service Taxing Unit) 

At the March 28, 2023, Board of County Commissioners meeting the Board considered an Ordinance to create a 

municipal service taxing unit to handle the unpaved private roads.  

 

At the December 12, 2023, Board of County Commissioner meet the Board approved an Ordinance which would create 

the unpaved private road emergency repair municipal service taxing unit by authorizing a levy of not to exceed one 

(1.0000) mil of ad valorem taxes per year. 

 

There are approximately 25 roads that contain approximately 13.694 miles of unpaved private road considered 

impassable for emergency vehicles. The taxable value of the 625 properties benefitting from these roads is estimated 

to be $61,452,001. A millage rate of 1.0000 will generate $61,452 annually. With the average repair cost of $12,000 

per mile, approximately four (4) miles of impassable private lime rock road per year can be repaired.

Holiday  Staff is preparing the scope of work for the Request for Quotes for the 2024 season 

for the tree and holiday decorating services.  This will solicit through OpenGov a fully 

automated web-based electronic bidding system.

Due to the deteriorating condition of blue pole banner arms on SR 29, Staff obtained quotes 

for welding and repairs to the existing sleeves.  On January 24, 2024, the Immokalee MSTU 

authorized the custom fabrication of aluminum banner holders with finials at one end.  

Installation of aluminum pipes as banner arms for poles to hold banners are at the 

intersections of Westclox, Lake Trafford and Immokalee Drive along SR29.  The Estimate 

for the project was $14,995.00 on 15 poles for the fabrication, installation, and painting.  

On February 9, 2024, Staff provided the Sherwin Williams paint code, pole specifications 

and a map to Charro Custom Welding. 
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3. Immokalee Complete Street (TIGER Grant) Project 

The overall project will create a network of Complete Streets including approximately 20 

miles of new sidewalks, improved walkability by filling in sidewalk gaps, a bicycle 

boulevard network, additional street lighting, landscaping, drainage improvements, and 

improved bus stops.  These improvements will increase safety for the community.

Crews completed the multi-use trail on 

School Drive.  Roberts Avenue, 9th Street, 1st Street, Monroe Street, Lee Street, N 11th  

Street, Orchid Street and the bus transfer station at the Collier County Health Department 

on Immokalee Drive are under construction.

On March 22, 2023, Vetor Contracting was hired to construct the last of three welcome 

signs.   

 

Artist, Martha M. Cantu started mural on July 8, 2023, and completed the mural on 

July 12, 2023.  On December 1, 2023, Vetor, QGM and the CRA performed a Walk-

Through Inspection, and a 7-item punch list was provided to Vetor. Bellvista 

Landscaping started the irrigation work noted on the punch list on December 21, 2023. 

The permit extended to July 14, 2024. The punch list and electrical were completed. 

On January 16, 2024, the electrical inspection passed, and the final inspection passed 

on February 12, 2024.  On February 14, 2024, the County issued the Certificate of 

Completion.  

 

IWSD approved the certified backflow test on November 13, 2023.  A start work notice 

was issued to QGM and walk-through inspection was completed on December 1, 2023, 

with QGM, CRA and Vetor.  QGM provided a seven-item punch list to Vetor.  The 

punch list was completed on February 12, 2024.  The County issued the Certificate of 

Completion on February 14, 2024.  Final walk-through inspection on March 8, 2024, 

with QGM, Vetor, and CRA.  A&M notified to start landscape maintenance services.  

 

Staff contacted FDOT on February 29, 2024, to investigate if the surrounding area’s 

vegetation could be cleared and the traffic signs on the right-of-way be relocated to 

improve sightlines to the Welcome Sign.  On March 1, 2024, FDOT’s subcontractor, 

Webber, cleared the vegetation in the right-of-way. FDOT advised it is unlikely the 

signs could be relocated but will review.  Staff are coordinating with Road Maintenance 

to pressure wash the pedestrian bridge.

5.  Historic Cemetery Preservation 

The historic cemetery property was being maintained by Parks and Recreation and A&M 

Property Maintenance LLC assumed the maintenance on the site on October 1, 2023.  Staff 

identified desired improvements at the cemetery and A&M is to investigate the access to 

water for irrigation on underground existing pipes under the pavement feeding from the 

SR29 median.  The Seminole Tribe, Christ Episcopal Church and Parks & Recreation have 

been contacted to assist in identifying the individuals interred at the cemetery.    

On January 16, 2023, A&M made repairs to the cemetery.  They repaired the alignment of 

the signage and secured the sign with concrete in the ground, repaired the sagging chain 

link fence and the gate so it is operational.  The cost for the repairs was $1,275.00. 

A boundary survey is needed to proceed on the preservation of the cemetery.  On March 5, 

2024, Staff prepared a draft Direct Select for survey, ground penetrating radar and mapping 

services.  On March 7, 2024, the Direct Select for a Consultant with prior cemetery projects 

experience in Florida was approved for submittal to Procurement Services. 
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6.  Immokalee Airport – Global Flight Training Solutions 

Commissioner Bill McDaniel officially opened the Global Flight Training Solutions 

(GFTS) new hanger and training facility on February 28, 2024, marking a significant 

milestone in the company’s commitment to excellence in aviation training, business jet 

storage and continued investment in Collier County.  GFTS is an Irish-owned company run 

by former Irish rugby player and airline pilot Victor Costello.  The unique aviation 

environment offered by GFTS at Immokalee Airport prepares students for successful 

careers in aviation.
