- Silver Tees

For golfers who can shoot a score of 42 or lower on nine holes

The Advanced Division - Blue Tees

For golfers who can shoot a score of 36 or lower on nine holes

Golfers will ‘graduate’ into respective categories. For example, if a golfer in the
Intermediate Division shoots a score of 42, they will graduate to the
Division for the rest of the season.

The maximum score on each hole is 8.
