If the Premier Division
winners are the same as the Dewar Shield winners then the Dewar Shield runners up will be selected to play. In the event of any of the
teams listed above not being available then the Premier Division runners up will be selected.

In the event of the scores being level at the end of 90 minutes play, no extra time shall be played. The winners shall be decided on penalty
kicks, taken in accordance with the Laws of the Game. A replay will not apply.

Referees and Assistant Referees will be appointed to this match by the Referees’ Secretary, match fees will be payable by the competing
Teams.

No individual trophies/medals will be supplied in this match. The perpetual trophy will be presented to the winners upon the conclusion of
the match.
