THE EUCHARIST IS THE REAL PRESENCE OF JESUS

2.Jesus is God. His Word also has power to heal,
forgive, and create as seen in the gospels: the blind

man sees, the paralytic walks, Lazarus rises from the
dead.

3. The Words of Jesus at the Lazt Supper change
the bread and wine to the Body, Blood, Soul and
Divinity of Jezusz. He gives this power to the
apostles, the 1" priests, “Do this in memory of me”.

4.During Masz, the priest repeats the words of Jesuz and
God’s power turns the bread and wine to the Body and
Blood of Christ. We eat and drink the Body and Blood of

Jesus. We enter in communion with Jesuz and form part
