When wiring gets old it could deteriorate and the
fireproot cover could wear off causing the positive
and negative wire to touch shorting roaster and
even burning up relays. Also when a heat element
goes bad the same results could occur. These
schematic charts will help you to fix issues.

You may also need to replace the heat button on
control panel Is short cause damage to electrical
components.
