The GGS served as artist in resident at the 

Georgia National Fair in Perry, GA.  We were well represented in the fine arts compe-

tition at the fair with eight artists entering the Fine Arts Open 3-D Gourd Division.   

Karin Anderson won a blue ribbon in the Open 3-D Gourd Professional Division and a 

Fine Arts Open Division Best of Show for her dragon (the first time gourds have ever 

won a “Fine Arts Best of Show” at the National Fair). The schedule of the fair makes it 

possible for gourd artists to enter both the Georgia National Fair Fine Arts Competition 

and the GGS GourdFest competition. 2025 should see more than eight artists entered 

in the state fair.
